Also look out for extras like Forest School, outdoor
learning, any sports classes etc.
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Safety and Security: Ask about the nursery's safety
and security measures. Inquire about staff-to-child
ratios, staff qualifications, first aid training, and
protocols for emergencies. It's important to feel
confident that your baby will be safe and well-cared
for while in their care.

Evaluate the Facilities: Assess the nursery's
facilities, including sleeping areas, play areas, and
outdoor spaces —is it warm and inviting? Is there
plenty to do? Adequate space and a variety of
age-appropriate toys and equipment are essential
for your baby's development. Outdoor play areas
also provide opportunities for physical activity and
exploration.

Parental Involvement: Consider the level of
parental involvement encouraged by the nursery.
Look for nurseries that offer regular updates, open
communication channels, and opportunities for
parents to engage with their child's progress and
participate in activities.
